Visa and Passport Information
Visitors to Greece are required to carry a passport valid for at least six months after arrival date.

American, Australian, Canadian and New Zealand citizens do not need a visa provided that the stay in Greece or Schengen area is for no more than ninety days.
Nationals of European Union countries are entitled to enter and remain in Greece without restriction.
Citizens of countries other than the above should contact the nearest Greek Consulate office or the Greek Embassy with regard to visa requirements.

Travel Insurance

Arrival
Both Olympic and Aegean operate several flights per day from Athens, and easyJet offer a direct service from London Gatwick. There are also numerous charter flights from the UK in the summer. 
Ferries from Piraeus take four or five hours depending on the company, and cost around 40 euros. 
A free transfer service from the port or airport is usually offered by the owners of the accommodation where you'll be staying.

Accommodation
We recommend a wide variety of accommodation options in Santorini, including apartments, hotels and hostels offering private rooms and shared dorms. Some are right on the beach, others are closer to the center of town and may be up to ten minutes' walk from the beach.

Choices depend on individual preferences and budget, number of people travelling together and time of year. The cost of accommodation increases considerably in the summer season, but the dates and amount of the increase varies from property to property.

The apartments each have their own kitchen, and the complexes all have swimming pools. A typical example offers private ensuite rooms at very reasonable rates for most of the year, but the rates are more than double in the peak season. Rates in euros per person per night:

Rates are quoted as examples only, and were checked on 15 July 2011.
For our course dates from September to May, rooms can be found for the whole month from 300 euros per person in a twin room, or 400 euros per person in a single room.
For June 25 - July 20, expect to pay around 400 euros per person in a twin room, or 600 euros per person in a single room.
For July 30 - August 24, expect to pay around 600 euros per person in a twin room, or 1000 euros per person in a single room.
When making your choice of course dates, do make sure you take into account the cost of accommodation.
At the time of your enrollment, we will provide an extensive list of suitable accommodation, and will advise you on options for sharing with other trainees on the same course.

There are two input sessions each morning, covering grammar, phonology, teaching skills and classroom management.

Teaching practice takes place in the afternoon, generally between five and eight o’clock. Each trainee usually teaches once per day to make up the total of ten hours during the course. Trainers provide extensive help with planning each lesson and give written feedback which forms the basis of the feedback discussion after each lesson.

For the four weeks before your course, you will have the opportunity to participate in an email discussion group with the other people on your course. This can include discussion of the optional pre-course reading. None of these books is used in the input sessions during the course.

Trainees will be given specially-written handbooks which form the basis for the morning input sessions, covering:

· Language Awareness (including Grammar and Phonology) 

No other text books are required during the course.

You will also be given all the necessary materials for your teaching practice.

Dress Code

During Teaching Practice, all trainees are expected to dress “casually smart” according to the following guidelines:


Women:
Pants, smart jeans, dresses and skirts are all acceptable, but shoulders should be covered, and low-cut necklines, very short skirts and bare midriffs should be avoided. Open-toed shoes are acceptable, but no hiking or flip-flop sandals.

Men:
Men should wear long pants or smart jeans; torn jeans and shorts are not acceptable. Shirts may be either long- or short-sleeved but T-shirts should be avoided; a tie is not required. Smart shoes should be worn; sneakers and sandals are not acceptable.
